Public participation
Brenda Mark shared photos of a Remembrance Day memorial metal bench made by local resident Paul Burchmore. Paul wishes to donate and install this free of charge on the village green as All Saints Church Revd O’Neill has advised it isn’t suitable for the cemetery as not made of wood. Councillors thanked Brenda and Mark and thought the bench looked great. A new village sign will be installed on the main village green close to pedestrian crossing opposite Chaul End Road by St George’s Day 23rd April. It was suggested to wait until the sign has been installed and Paul to respond then if he feels this is a suitable location and if happy to install there.
Chaul End Road white lining is desperately needed.

When will spring clean event be? Not organised a date yet.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
It was RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting held on 13th January 2020 were a correct record and signed by the Chairman. 
4. CADDINGTON WATCH & POLICE
PCSO Weedon reported on crime incidents in last 6 weeks. In terms of crimes reported, Caddington is one of the safest places in Bedfordshire.
Cllr A Palmer advised some elderly residents are afraid to go out at night. This could be due to perception rather than reality as statistics show the village is safe. Street Watch members present also confirmed they are active at night and never have any problems. PCSO Weedon will deliver some panic alarms to Heathfield Centre which can be handed out to residents attending groups and activities and hope these will give residents some assurance.

PCSO Victoria Small has made enquiries regarding extending Five Oaks 20mph zone and will make contact with CBC Traffic Consultation Team. PCSO Small has been advised by Sergeant there may be difficulties enforcing 20mph in Caddington Woods until an adopted public highway. Caddington Woods Speed Task Force team have PCSO Small contact details to follow up.
Parking on zig zag lines by Manor Road pedestrian crossing is dangerous .PCSO Weedon suggested request CBC traffic warden to patrol.

6. CHAIRMAN’S ADDRESS

Attended Keech Hospice new wellbeing centre opening on 29th January. Found it very good & a much needed resource.

7. BRICK BUS SHELTER

The count from Friday 31st January was completed at 2:30pm and results announced as 1316 in favour to keep the shelter and 72 to demolish.

CBC confirm there was a clear majority in favour of keeping the bus shelter. This will be reported and discussed at the Council’s Executive meeting on 7th April.
It was AGREED to authorise gratuity payment to vote counters on 31st January of £133.50 in recognition of their time given and to thank them for their assistance.

8. CENTRAL BEDFORDSHIRE COUNCIL 

Cllr Collins reported the M1-A6 link road has been approved and Luton Borough Council may call for a judicial review.

Land rear of Brick Kiln Farm has been reported to CBC enforcement. Site has been attended by an enforcement officer and further investigations are taking place.

CBC are currently unable to issue parking tickets from ANPR and parking powers are limited. Will raise issue of parked vehicles with engines running close to the school and request environmental team to look into.

Ward Cllr Perry is still in hospital. 
9. MANOR ROAD DISABLED BAY PARKING

CBC Traffic Management leader Paul Salmon has confirmed disabled bay parking is on his radar. Ward Cllr Collins is in communication with Paul regarding this and also installation of yellow lines at the Cricketers and Dellfield Gardens. All works are best completed together as part of one order and Ward Cllr Collins will continue to follow up with Paul.
10. HIGHWAYS

Cllr M Tomlin reported the following:

Dunstable Road Rubbish- This was reported to CBC on 14th Jan and litter pickers were sent out. Litter pickers have been regularly sent to Caddington and today they were doing the green and Chaul end road.

Disabled Bay and double yellows for Delfield Gardens have been passed to Paul Salmon at CBC and Cllr Collins has been chasing this on our behalf. CBC are looking at doing the line marking all in one hit instead of individual jobs so this is why the process is taking a little time.

Line marking the edges of the steps in Crosslands and installing extra handrails- This will be done in the new financial year.

The Dell has a bend road sign and pothole- This was reported and also highlighted on our village walk round with CBC, unfortunately the pothole is not of a size that requires emergency repair but will be placed on their routine repair list. The road sign has been raised as a job to straighten or replace.

Holly Tree Farm Manor Road has had a job raised to repair a large pothole just outside the entrance. Other potholes on Man or Road by the Sports and Social Club have been repaired. Today we inspected the pavement and although this is not overgrown ant the moment it has been noted the surface has moss on it and will be put on the routine list to be cleaned off.

I was informed Mancroft Road ditch has been cleared and rubbished removed from it in parts. Today we inspected this and I pointed out the hedge cutting that have been dumped into the ditch will require removal. CBC will be investigating this as the team who cut the hedge may be requested to clear the cuttings.

Little Green Lane has had the potholes at the sides of the road repaired and the curb cut back and cleaned. Today I reported 2 small potholes near the top of the lane for repair. Also the broken loose Fire Hydrant flap has been replaced by Affinity water.  The lamp post by the pond has also been raised again as this and one of the roundabout sign lights still do not work, this could possibly be to do with damaged cables but CBC will investigate.

Last night a large tree had fallen across the road in Millfield Land, an emergency team was requested to site to clear this as it was a danger to road users. Also 4 large potholes on Millfield lane have been reported for repair.

The blocked gully outside the Garage on Manor Road was unblocked last month. This was blocked by compacted mud and silt. This has cured the continuous flooding problems we have been experiencing.

Chaul End Road- Mud on the road by the Redrow site. We visited this today and there was a slight covering of mud but a road cleaning vehicle was spotted in action cleaning the road surface. We will monitor this.

I have raised with CBC the issue of pavements and verges being damaged at property’s in the village that are having building work done. We have been around the village today noting the places that this is happening and CBC Highways will be sending out letters to the builders in question pointing out they will be required to make good of any damage.

Virgin fibre box on the corner of Mancroft/Dunstable Road has been knocked over. This has been reported to Virgin via CBC highways.
Cllr S Smith reported that wall from house on green nearest to Heathfield has fallen onto village green. Clerk to contact.

11. DEFIBRILLATOR

Cllr Fitzsimmons has received replacement pole from CHT and box is now installed.
CBC highways lighting have requested a supply to be put into the feeder Pillar. Not sure how long it will take but hopefully within the month. Parish council will then need to arrange for a meter with energy supplier, but can’t proceed until the supply has been connected
