CB/19/03975/FULL 149 Manor Road, Caddington, Luton, LU1 4HJ

Residential development to provide 1 no. 3 bed dwelling adjoining side of 149 Manor Road with ground floor rear extension to main dwelling including new rear gardens to new & existing.

Alterations to site layout and addition of 12 new caravans. (Zone B)
CB/19/03746/FULL Greenvale Nurseries, Watling Street, Caddington, Dunstable, LU6 3QP
Alterations to site layout and addition of 4 new caravans.

Can you please confirm that both applications together are for a total of 16 pitches and if touring/travelling caravans marked as “T” on site plan and “C” is for existing mobile homes? On the plan new pitches are not defined. We would urge that they are marked out with boundary fences so they do not merge into one long line with potentially more temporary stay pitches added. Would consider a reasonable amount of expansion of traveller pitches within a footprint of an existing site however object to a total of 16 new pitches as this is overdevelopment on this site, especially as it lays dominant in the greenbelt. Greenbelt policy clearly states that if a development of this nature is seen to have a harmful effect on the surrounding area and have a dominant and overbearing nature on settled communities it should be reconsidered, and in this case we feel that 16 pitches for touring caravans and a permanent toilet block breaches the 60% development rights of the footprint of the site. Under the emerging local plan a given amount of new traveller pitches must be found. We have 5 traveller sites, including this one, along Watling Street. The other 4 sites will be watching these applications with great interest for their own expansion.  In our opinion 16 pitches are too many.  The site plan shows 18 “T” pitches. “C9” seems to have “T9” as one of its touring caravans and “T11” is incorporated into “T9” static mobile home pitch. The plan is confusing and unclear. The play area square in the centre has been reduced to a very small area unacceptable for the amount of caravans on site.
